By definition, society consists of people who share a common culture, but obviously no two
societies are identical. They differ in geographic location, degree of isolation from competing
socielics, available technology, environmental resources, and in many other respects. These
and other differences shape the culture of a socicty and determing s mode of subsistence: how
it obtaing the hasic materials necessary to sustain itself, The mode of subsistence 13 perhaps the
most basic feature of a society.

The hunting and gathering society obtains its sustenance primarily through hunting game
ammals and gathering nuts, berries, and other wild plants. Hunting and gathering societies are
held together by kinship ties and by a simple division of labour based on age and gender. Adult
men engage primarily in hunting, and voung boys help around the camp. Adult women gather
and prepare food, while young girls help their mothers and care for the very voung. Although
life can be very harsh for hunters and gathcrers, most of the time they live comfortably. They
devote about three hours a day to hunting and gathering food, and they have more leisure time
than the people in any other type of society.

The strategy of hunting and gathering works well, provided that people are nomadic and
coliect together in small bands of 50 to 100. No matter how plentiful the environment, long-
term hunting and gathering will eventually deplete it. Therefore, hunters and gathevers are
constantly on the move, do not accumulate bulky goods, and do not erect permanent hausing.

For much of human history, hunting and gathering was the most common way of life, and
it still exists. Current hunting and gathering societies include the aboriginal Australians, the
Mbuti and other pygmies of Africa’s Ituri forest, and the Cree of Cananda’s Moose River
Basin. Numerically, however, there are only a few thousand huters and gatherers left in the
world, and sometime this century they could disappear entirely.

Passage 2:

The confliet model begins with the assumption that every society is an arena of conflict
among people. Some people achicve their will but always at the expense of others, and once
they succeed, they build patterns that favor them. Socicty's pafterns protect the powerful; they
allow the powerlul 1o accumulate more and more wealth and power, to keep whatever they can
accumulate, and to hand it down intact 1o their heirs. Patterns that favor some. keep the others
in their place. powerless to change a socicty that docs not work in their interests. This model
differs considerably [rom the systems model.

The conflict model does not assume cooperation. It argues that saciety, by its nature,
works for some people but not others. If people cooperale, they do se only because they are
forced to, because their survival depends on it, or because they are persuaded to believe that
cooperation is in their best interests. A conflict theorist might find that an institution like the
government works for those who have power in the system more than for the system itself.
Institutions are functional, but their function is to serve the powerful and wealthy, not
everyone.

Conflict theorists sce change as inevitable and constant: “Every society is subjected, at
every moment, to changes... Every socicty cxperiences, at every moment, social conflicts”
(Dahrendorf, 1958). Order and stability are not given; conflict and change are, and they may
eventually build to a widespread revolution and a new society. Society creates contradictions
and differences that make conflict, change, and even widespread revolution inevitable,

The conllict model, although it has many origins, is praobably most indebted to the work
of Karl Marx. In contrast to the usual systems approach, the conflict model does not give all
seclors of society equal importance. Marx focused on cconomic institutions. He argued that
how people make a living in society, how they survive in the economic arena, is primary 1o all
else about them. How a society is organized economically- if it is feudalistic or capitalistic-
will determine everything else about it including its government, its dominant values, morals,
laws, and ideas.

Not all conflict theorists are Marxists. One of the most important alternative views to the
Marxist conflict model was proposed by Max Weber. Wehber, like Marx, saw socicty as a
competition for power among various associational including, but not limited to, classes.

Weber loo saw society as an arena of conflict where individuals and classes try to
achieve their will, olten al the expense of others. Tn the economic world, people do what they
can to achieve economic goals. Some win and some lose. Some get rich; most struggle to move
up 4 noich.

An undergraduate degree in sociology doesn’t just serve ag excellent preparation for future
graduate work in sociology. It also provides a strong liberal arts background for entry-level positions in
business, social services, foundations, community organization and other types of governmental jobs.
Many fields-among them marketing, public relations, and broadcasting-now require investigative skills
and an understanding of diverse groups found in today’s multiethnic and muitinational environment.
Moreover, a sociology degree requires accomplishment in oral and written communication,
interpersonal skills, problem solving, and critical thinking-ali job-related skills that may give sociology
graduates an advantage over those who pursue more technical degrees.

Consequently, while few occupations specifically require an undergraduate degree in sociology, such
academic training can be an important asset in orttering a wide range of occupations.

Undergraduates who know where their carger. interests lie are well advised to enrol in sociology
courses and specialties best suited for those interests, For example, students hoping to become health
planners would take a class in medical sociology; students seeking employment as social science
research assistants would focus on courses in statistics and methods. Internships, such as placement at
city planning agencies and survey research organizations offered, afford another way for sociology
students to prepare for careers. Studies show that students who choose an internship placements have
less trouble finding jobs, obtain better jabs, and enjoy greater job satisfaction than students without
internship placements.

Many college students view social work as the field most closely associated with sociology.
Traditionally, social workers received their undergraduate training in sociology and allied fields such as
psychology and counselling. After some practical experience, social workers would generally seek a
master’s in social work (MSW) to be considered for supervisory or administrative positions. Today,
however, some students choose (where it is available) to pursue an undergraduate degree in social work
(BSW). This degree prepares graduates for direct service positions such as caseworker or group worker.
